Note: This dance is an extended version of my dance Popurri De Cha (c:2000) – a 32 count dance done to the same track.  I added another 32 counts to the original dance as the track is lengthy and the dance “screamed” for additional footwork.  For those that know the original dance, you are 32 counts ahead of everyone else.
