Commence facing 1st wall, feel together Weight on Right




2 x Full Boxes with Dble Claps

1, 2, 3, & 4

Step L to side, Step R together, Step L  fwd, 2 claps

5, 6, 7, & 8

Step R to side, Step L together, Step L back, 2 claps

9, 10, 11, & 12
Step L to side, Step R together, Step L back, 2 claps

13, 14, 15, & 16
Step R to side, Step L together, Step R  fwd, 2 claps 




Side Close Cha Cha Cha/X rock CCC Quarter Turn R
17,18, 19 & 20
Step L side L, close R, stepping side Left - Cha Cha Cha (LRL)  

21,22, 23 & 24
Step R across in front of L, replace L, stepping R doing one



quarter turn Right Cha Cha Cha fwd (RLR)




Fwd Lock CCC – Fwd Lock CCC
25, 26, 27 & 28
Step fwd Left, Lock R Behind, Step fwd Left Right Left 


29, 30, 31 & 32
Step fwd Right, Lock L Behind, Step fwd Right Left Right.

End of dance.


NB:   ‘Little Rhumba’ (as above with no dble claps or CCC steps) was taught at Capital Line Dancers 15 year celebration in June 2009 by a guest tutor but was danced to different music.  I checked the dance sheet and found the music suggested was originally ‘Like She’s Not Yours’.  In NZ we dance Gordon Elliotts dance with the same name as music.  As I liked this easy dance and found the orig music a nice cha rhythm I went looking for a different piece of music, modern and suitable for this dance and found Chilly Cha Cha.  The dance ‘Chilly Cha Cha’  from 2000 can be danced as a split floor as ‘Little Chilly Cha’ is very easy and a good dance for improver begs.
